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Poster Assignment: Create a poster that charts the five types of sacrifices found in Leviticus 1-7. Be sure to include the
following: headings, name of the offering, object offered, manner of sacrifice, role of blood in the offering, and purpose of the
offering. Bring your poster to class. You may drop off your poster in class when you arrive to the school (Make sure your
name is on the back of your poster). Make sure you familiarize yourself with the content and be prepared to discuss in class.

Purpose and Goal of Assignment: The poster is in lieu of completing the chart of Five Types of Old Testament Sacrifices on
the Pentateuch test. Completing the poster will allow students to engage the material, understand the complexity of the Old
Testament sacrificial system, and gain a greater appreciation for the sacrifice of Jesus Christ. Example below:
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
